Male and female volunteers
The 1% rule: Example, gathering of 300 people
Expecting 200 men = Minimum 2 male volunteers

Expecting 100 women = Minimum 1 female volunteer

It takes time talking to each person, explaining the rules and walking them through
the process

Attract those who may already be registered
Change of address, name changes need to be re-registered
